Operation 

Thunderflash

4. Immediately deploy the device
5.  After a nominal 5 second delay, device functions  
     with a loud report and bright flash
Maroon
1.  Strip back exposed igniter wires
2.  Connect wires to an appropriate command
     wire/control unit/firing box
3.  Retire to safe distance and activate as required
4. Device functions with zero delay. Device  
 functions with a loud report and bright flash
